	Lesson 1   -   40 minutes  ( 5 minutes for teacher introduction if needed)

	Objective(s)
	Students will learn the facial body parts and the word for hand (which will prepare them for lessons about the five senses).

Students will be able to say, read, and label body parts.

Intermediate and advanced:  will also label by writing the body part names)

	Materials needed:  


	Students

- Glue

- Scissors 

- sheet with facial words (incl. hand) 

   for each student

- a flat Stanley facial template with 

   lines for each student
-  graphic organizer (upper levels)

	Teacher

- copies of blank flat Stanly template

- Large flat Stanley face
- pointer, tape, sentence strips, marker

- a  large and colored flat Stanley face to 

   attach to the wall

- word & picture cards for the words “partners”,  “glue”,  “scissors”,  “say”



	Preparation


	· If desks are not bolted to the floor set them up in pairs      

    (seat students same gender where possible)

· Attach the Flat Stanley face onto the wall




TEACHING PROCEDURES:

Part 1: Teaching Facial Body Parts    

(Teacher will say the words in bold and use the gestures in parentheses to teach facial parts.  Students are only listening and watching at this point.)
Head (hand on the top of head)
Face (finger moving in an oval around the front of face)
Tongue (then stick out the tip of you tongue and point to it) 

Hands (wave them)
Repeat 2 more times slowly.

Students, Say word ….

(hand on the top of head)  

Head   

(gesture to students to speak and wait)     (Repeat if no response.)
(index finger moving in an oval around the front of face) 

Face

(then stick out the tip of you tongue and point to it) 

Tongue

(wave hands) 

Hands

(Teacher sings song slowly to students while doing the movements to the tune of Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes)

Part 2:   Refer to Large Flat Stanley Face on the wall

A.  (Teacher points to his/her own body part and says the name…then finds the corresponding part on flat Stanley, points, and says the name.)
B.  (Teacher writes body part name on sentence strip and draws an arrow on the strip to that same part on Flat Stanley.)

Note: Intermediate level and above students will review the parts of the face by telling what each part is, then they will write the body part words on their paper and draw an illustration of that part.  This could be done in a graphic organizer.

(write the word head, run finger under it while saying….)      Head

Hand.      Teacher (point to self)  points (show index finger in a pointing position)  to   hand  (touch mine)…. 

Hand     ( touch Stanley’s hand)  

(write word, run finger under it while saying….)     Hands
Eye .   Teacher (point to self)  points (show index finger in a pointing position)  to   eye  (touch mine)…. 

Eye      ( touch Stanley’s eye)  

(write word, run finger under it while saying….)        Eye
Ear.    Teacher (point to self)  points (show index finger in a pointing position)  to   ear  (touch mine)…. 

Ear   ( touch Stanley’s ear)  

(write word, run finger under it while saying….)      Ear
Mouth.   Teacher (point to self)  points (show index finger in a pointing position)  to   mouth  (touch mine)…. 

Mouth     ( touch Stanley’s mouth)  

(write word, run finger under it while saying….)     Mouth
Nose.      Teacher (point to self)  points (show index finger in a pointing position)  to   nose  (touch mine)…. 

Nose       (touch Stanley’s nose)  

(write word, run finger under it while saying….)       Nose

Part 3:  Students Demonstrate Understanding of  Vocabulary Words

Students, point to Head.   (wait for students to respond - then touch your own head to demonstrate)
Note:    (If students are intermediate or higher - pair off the students to have one of them ask the question and the other one to answer the question)

Point to Face.            (wait- then touch own)

Point to tongue.        (wait- then touch own)

Point to hand.          (wait- then touch own)
Point to eye.            (wait- then touch own)
Point to ear.           (wait- then touch own)
Point to mouth.      (wait- then touch own)
Point to nose.        (wait- then touch own)
(Teacher points to words on large display running finger under words slowly.)

Students,     say head.  
Say face. 
Say tongue. 
Say hands. 
Say eyes. 
Say ears. 
Say mouth. 
Say nose.
Part 4:  Students will Label facial parts with words

(Students (beginner level) have a printed word bank to cut words and glue to picture.  Intermediate students will copy 

words from word bank and write them on the blanks.)

Students.  Look   (point to eyes)    listen  (point to ears),    and speak     (point to mouth)   

Cut ______ .          (give name of body part, then gesture for students to speak)       
(demonstrate cutting out the word)
Glue _____ to picture.     (gesture for students to speak)    

(demonstrate gluing to picture to large display of the same graphic organizer that students have)

Part 5:  Students Will Read Words to a Partner

(When students are done (if time), students will read words to a partner.)

Students,      look   (point to your eyes)     at me.    (point to yourself)

(call another teacher to come up to the front of the classroom with you)

(introduce the other teacher as your partner by saying…..)

This  (point to the other teacher) is my partner.     Partners are 2 people  

(gesture back and forth between you and the other teacher to indicate 2 people)

(Teacher displays the “partner” word card in front of another teacher)

I   (point to yourself)     read    (gaze your eyes across the paper)    first.   (hold up your finger to indicate #1)
Partner reads second.   (hold up two fingers to indicate second) 

(Point to the word FACE on the large display and say…..)     Face
(Partner teacher will point to another word and read it)

(Teacher walks around to the students desks and says……)
Students have partners    (show 2 students as partners and say “partners”, then repeat with another set of 

                                               partners.)

(Go back up to the front of the room.  Pick up a copy of the paper that the students will be getting and say…..)

Partners point   (show index finger)   and     say  (touch mouth and motion outward)   words on paper.

(Call one set of partners to come to the front of the room and point to one student and say….)

Partner 1   (point to word on paper)    say / read   word  (point to word)

(point to the second partner and say……)

Partner 2   (point to word on paper)    say / read   word   (point to word)

(Have both students sit back down, then pass out the sheets of paper to all the students)

Teacher note: 

If students are intermediate then the teacher will use simple complete sentences instead of  single words or short phrases.  

The teacher will also use simple sentence in a question format instead of  saying the words:  “point to” or “Say”.
